DDDD ear Parents/Guardians:  
 
 
Beginning this month, most of our students will be taking our 

state standards-based assessment.  These assessments, along with our 
other norm-referenced and standardized assessments (MAP, CogAT, 
ACCESS and AIMSWEB) give us valuable information on the level of 
progress our students are making. This helps teachers see how their class 

as a whole is performing and how individual students are performing.  
 
� “What are the differences between the two types of assessments?” 
A norm-referenced test (MAP, CogAT and AIMSWEB) are multiple choice assessments. The 
scores are based on data gathered nationwide over a period of time and plotted.  From here a 
curve and the percentile ranking is set for each score. On this assessment a student is 
measured against other students nationwide. 
 
The standardized assessments Illinois students take are Illinois Standards Achievement Test 
(ISAT) for students all students grades 3 – 8 and ACCESS for all k-8 students currently enrolled 
in a second language program or who were eligible for a second language program but parents 
refused services.  ISAT developed specifically to measure students’ understanding of the Illinois 
Learning Standards.  ACCESS was developed specifically to measure a second language 
student’s growth towards proficiency in English.  
 
� “What do the results mean for each assessment?” 
The norm-referenced results come back with three different scores that we look at: National 
Percentile Rank (NPR) and National Curve Equivalent (NCE).  The NPR tells us at what percentile 
a student scored nationally.  A NPR of 88 (Math Total) means that only 12% of students 
nationally scored higher than your child.  The NCE tells us where the student would fall on the 
national norm curve.  This norm is set after gathering data on scores nationwide and plotting 
them.  Keeping in mind that 50% of the students will always be above and 50% must always be 
below, the mid-point is found, plotted and the curve is created. 
 
There are four levels of scoring on the ISAT: “Academic Warning”, “Does Not Meet”, “Meets”, and 
“Exceeds”.  As a school we are measured by the amount of students who “Meet/Exceed” on any 
of the subtests.  No Child Left Behind (NCLB) legislation mandates that each state report on 
every subgroup by district/school in which the district/school has at least 45 students enrolled 
(grades 3 – 6 for Paddock).  Each year, on an increasing scale, these subgroups must have a 
specific percentage in the “Meet/Exceed” categories.  (This year the number is 67.5%.  This 
number increases each year and continues to climb until the year 2014, when 100% of all 
subgroups must “Meet” or “Exceed”.)  Failure to do so will put a school on the state academic 
watch list (which can have federal funding implications if it continues for more than one year 
consecutively). 
 
 
� “What does this mean for my child and can I help my child study for the tests or prepare for 

the assessment format?” 
We look at these scores as a “dipstick”.  They help tell where that child performed, on that day, 
on that given test.  Combine this with what they are doing in class on a daily and weekly basis 
over time and you have a clearer sense of where a child is performing.

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FFFF ebruary is Black History Month. This commemoration offers all parents a chance 
to begin sharing our nation's rich, diverse cultural history with their children. The 
hope is that this sharing extends well beyond February and beyond African-

American heritage. For younger kids, Crayola.com offers activities and craft projects 
related to Black History. For older kids, here are some facts about Black History to 
serve as conversation topics: 

 
• Black History Month began as "Negro History Week," which was created in 1926 by 

Carter G. Woodson, a noted African-American historian, scholar, educator, and pub-
lisher. It became a month-long celebration in 1976. The month of February was cho-
sen to coincide with the birthdays of abolitionist Frederick Douglass and Abraham 
Lincoln.  

 
• On February 12, 2009, the NAACP marked its 100th anniversary. Spurred by grow-

ing racial violence in the early 20th century, and particularly by race riots in Spring-
field, Illinois in 1908, a group of African-American leaders joined together to form a 
new permanent civil rights organization, the National Association for the Advance-
ment of Colored People (NAACP).  

 
• John Mercer Langston was the first black man to become a lawyer in Ohio when he 

passed the Bar in 1854. When he was elected to the post of Town Clerk for Brown-
helm, Ohio in 1855, Langston became one of the first African-Americans ever elected 
to public office in America. John Mercer Langston was also the great-uncle of 
Langston Hughes, famed poet of the Harlem Renaissance.  

 
• Hiram Rhodes Revels was the first African-American ever elected to the United States 

Senate. He represented the state of Mississippi from February 1870 to March 1871.  
 
• Shirley Chisholm was the first African-American woman elected to the House of Rep-

resentatives. She was elected in 1968 and represented the state of New York. She 
broke ground again four years later in 1972 when she was the first major party Afri-
can-American candidate and the first female Democratic candidate for president of 
the United States.  

 
• Selena Sloan Butler founded the National Congress of Colored Parents and Teachers 

[http://www.pta.org/1226.htm], a parallel organization to the national PTA, and 
served as its first president in 1926. The two organizations merged in 1970 and But-
ler is considered a cofounder of what we know as PTA today.
