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Dear Parents,  
 
I recently read an article on Generation X parents (born 1965 to 1979) and the influences on the way  
they raise t heir children. As a fellow Generation X parent myself, there were many points in the  
article that I could relate to. When I am in my role as a building principal, I change hats and quickly 
take on the role of the school. As my oldest child is getting prep ared to go off to college next fall, my 
middle child two years behind, and my youngest two in from becoming a junior high studen t my wife 
and I clearly see “both sides of the coin”. I do not remember there being a “coin” when I was growin g 
up. There was a clearer understanding of the role of the teacher/principal and parent. These roles 
included working with each other when an issu e arose.  
 
Times are much different know. As parents, some of us do not always feel that the school staff has 
the child’s best in terest in mind all of the time. As educators, we sometimes do not understand why 
some parents doubt that we are doing what is be st for their child and every other child that has a 
right to educational opportunities. What changed and why? The article covers  a variety of reasons 
why this has happened with our generation and is written from the authors perspective as solely a 
parent, not an educator. I have put the link at the bottom if you would like to read the full article. It 
is a quick, two page read.  
 
I want to focus on the two items that I took from the article, communication and understanding. I 
have sat in many parent meeting s where the teacher was defensive for fear that he/she would be  
attacked and on the other side parents lacked understanding as to why issues where not relayed to 
them about their child in a timely manner. At times I feel as if I should start some meetings  by  
saying, “Write down all of your concerns on pieces of paper (teacher and parents). Go in to your  
corners and read the conc erns from the other party for four minutes (without comment), write a  
response to each, and come back together looking at each other directly in the eye and say one good 
thing about the other party, then talk (not yell, raise voices, get mad or walk out) with the other  
person about how we can come up with some possible solutions. In our society today, it has become 
too easy to bl ame others. Text messages, emails, social websites, and voicemails have made  
communication very easy, but also very impersonal.  If this style of communication is the standard 
that we are setting for our children, what will they be like when they are paren ts? 
 
Understanding – the ability for one to comprehend a concept, a joint agreement. I heard something 
once that I still remembe r today, when asked by another teacher about his/her class this year their 
reply was, “they (parents) give us the best that they  have”. This is a true statement that as educators 
we might not always remember. Another time I asked a teacher why they get up and come to work 
everyday. They looked directly at me and said, “When I leave school at 6pm, I may not feel like  
getting up the  next morning. However, when the alarm goes off in the morning and I get out of bed 
and I begin to think of the students in my c lass, I don’t see myself doing anything else that can be as 
rewarding as working with children”. While this may sound like somet hing that you might read in a 
Hallmark card, it is true. In both situations, people are doing their best to help children. We ar e all 
human, have lives inside and outside of school, and want what is best for children. We just need to 
remember this and try to understand the other party’s needs. Seeing things from the other party’s 
perspective will help parents and educators communic ate with a better understanding on how to 
jointly create opportunities for children to be successful.

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Shyness: Protective Armor or Social Barrier?  
Seven strategies for helping your child overcome shyness  
Everyone experiences shyness at one time or another. In children, some shyness is developmentally ap propr i-
ate. But shyness can be an issue if it grows into a withdrawal from other people or social situation s, a problem 
that shouldn't be ignored. The effects could follow a child into adulthood. Child therapist Dr. Andrea "Andie" 
Weiner, author of The Best Inves tment: Unlocking the Secrets of Social Success for Your Child,  outlines social 
skill tactics for parents to use in helping child ren overcome their shyness.  
Shyness is typically a temporary issue but parents shouldn't ignore it. Shyness can be very painful  for a child 
to live with, Weiner says. Some of the side effects of shyness are: difficulty in making and sustain ing  
friendship s, trouble asserting oneself, being perceived as aloof and cold, difficulties in learning effective  
communication skills, and t rouble in expressing emotions.  
There is not one single reason why shyness develops in some children. One cause may be due to co ping with 
new situations that may cause withdrawal. Some children are simply born with a more sensitive temper ament 
and they nee d time to warm up to people. Another factor is inconsistent parenting that makes children feel  
insecure. Sometimes children mod el behavior from their shy parents who may not have many friends or social 
interests. No matter what the reasons are for a child 's shyness, it is often not a difficult problem to correct. 
Here are some social skill strategies that a parent can employ to he lp with their child's shy behavior:  

Expose children to many different people and social situations:  Starting at a young age, par ents should 
introduce their children to many different people, social situations, and activities like play group s. This 
helps yo ung children get used to new social interactions in various settings giving them opportunities to 
interact with one another. Als o, by getting the shy child involved in social activities, it counteracts their 
tendency to want to isolate themselves from othe rs.  

Practice modeling non -shy behaviors:  Shy children can model others who express themselves emotio n-
ally in appropriate ways, interact well with others, and display socially appropriate skills such as   

      introducing yourself  to others and showing manners. If your child doesn't know how to do this,  
      role -play shaking hands and introducing yourse lf. Make it a game.  
Let go of the label "shy child" (and discourage others from using it):  Children that are labeled as shy by 

their parents or others may feel that they have to live up to that expectation. If for some reason y ou feel 
that you must expla in your child's bashfulness, just say, "Sometimes my son/daughter takes time to 
get used to new people and situations. Once he/s he gets used to you, he'll/she'll feel like talking".  

      Notice the words "shy" or "reserved" were not used.  
Help shy child ren feel more capable by teaching them responsibility and independence:  Too often shy 

children are too dependent on their parent s or other significant people in their lives. This can create  
      reluctance to take risks in making friends or getting invol ved in social situations. Give your child some  
      responsibilities —like some chores that are challenging but are within the child's capabilities.  
      Encourage them to make decisions. When kids feel important, that enhances their self -love for  
      themselves.  
Role -play social situations using social communication skills:  When shy children feel more capable of 

knowing wha t to say in conversations during a social situation, they gain confidence to engage these 
behaviors in real life situations. Pre tend you are the interviewer and "interview" your children about 
their favorite foods, and other things about them. Then switch roles and let your child interview you. 
You can move into more definitive role -playing like what to say when someone sits next t o them on the 
bus.  

Do not let shy children isolate themselves:  Because shy children get uncomfortable around other  
      peopl e, they have a tendency to withdraw and spend time alone. Encourage shy children to partake in 

friendships and activities with o thers.  
Don't speak for shy children:  It's important for shy children to speak up for themselves and they will do it 

if they hav e a chance. If parents answer for their shy child, it not only reinforces shy behavior but also 
does not give the shy child oppo rtunities to practice social communication skills.
