Paddock PTA president picked for Mom Congress

Parenting magazine selected Jennifer DeFranco, president of Stuart R.
Paddock School's PTA, to represent lllinois at the inaugural Mom
Congress on Ed ucation in Learning Conference.

The conference was held May 24 at Georgetown University in Washington, D.C. During
it, delegates worked to create a Lesson Plan for Change , which is intended to empower
parents nationwide to get more involved in their childr en’s education. The delegates
were also addressed by several education advocates and leaders, including U.S.

Secretary of Education Arne Duncan, who discussed the crucial role parents play in
improving the country’s school systems.

Mrs. DeFranco and 50 other mothers were selected by Parenting as Mom Congress
delegates for their outstanding contributions and dedication to improving local schools.

Each delegate wrote a 300 -word essay and pr ovided references as part of their
application to the magazine. For their selection, they received round -trip airfare to
Washington, a two -night hotel stay, and the opportunity to attend the conference and
connect with other moms from across the country to share success stories, challenges,
and concerns they’'ve encountered while working to improve the nation’s schools.

Mrs. DeFranco is the mother of two Paddock students —NMadisyn, a fourth grader, and
Devin, a first grader. In addition to serving as Paddo ck’'s PTA president, she is the
lllinois PTA membership marketing chair and has served on a membership task

committee for the National PTA. She also actively volunteers as a soccer coach and Girl
Scout troop leader.

As Paddock’s PTA presid ent, Mrs. DeFranco led the group in initiating an anti -bullying
program last year. The effort featured a presentation by an anti -bullying advocate who
spoke to students about her experiences as a victim, and local legislators’ proclamation

of one week in O ctober as Bullying Prevention Awareness Week.
